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Writing Hypotheses

Hypothesis definition:

Format: If you change something, then the result will be because of this reason.

Examples:

1. If I add more aphids to the roses, then more ladybugs will fly to my roses because ladybugs eat aphids.

2. If the teacher turns down the classroom temperature, then the students will be more alert because they will have increased blood circulation, which affects alertness.

3. If the animals move to an area where they are more camouflaged to the environment, then they will be less frequently eaten because predators will have a harder time seeing them.
